Each quarter the Special Events Funding
Committee, made up of two CVB board members and the executive director, reviews the submissions
and awards funds. The next deadline for applications is July 31, 2010.

The CVB began this program in 2002, and has already awarded just under $30,000 in 2010
alone. In addition to the weight placed on attracting visitors and generating economic impact, the
CVB also places emphasis on multiple day events, first time events and those that attain sponsorships

from additional sources.
